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Saving Lives as the Ship Sank

The Revd John Harper’s last hours as the Titanic sank — 111 years ago

this April.

he Titanic’s builders boasted: “Even

God could not sink this ship”. But, as
we know, the Titanic did sink. Amidst the
tragedy there is an incredible, true story
of a man, John Harper who boarded in
Southampton on 10 April 1912, travelling
second-class. All was good until the ship
struck an iceberg at 11:40 pm on Sunday
14 April. Before 2:20 am on 15 April, when
the great ship slipped beneath the waves,
Harper did three things.

Firstly, Harper passed Nan, his six-year-old
daughter to a deck officer asking that she
be put in the care of those being lowered
away in a lifeboat. Harper was a widower.
Nan survived and eventually died in 1986 at
the age of 80.

Secondly, Harper went among the
passengers, urging them to turn to Jesus
Christ. When one man refused the offer of
salvation, Harper offered him his own life

jacket, saying, “you need this more than |
do”.

Thirdly, as the ship began to sink, Harper
was heard to cry “Women, Children, and
the unsaved to the lifeboats”. He then trod
water for as long as he could, urging others
in the dark freezing water to turn to Jesus!

How do we know this? Sometime later

a man stood up in a church in Hamilton,
Ontario, Canada and said, “l was John
Harper’s last convert”. He went on to tell
what Harper had done, a true hero of the
Titanic.

John Harper did not fear death. 26 years
earlier at the age of 14, he turned to Jesus
for forgiveness of sin and received the gift
of eternal life, as promised in John 11.25

“I' am the resurrection and the life. He who
believes in me will live, even though he
dies”.

Anytime you're afraid to try something new, just remember, amateurs built
the ark, professionals built the Titanic.

Horsell’s Response to the Invasion

of Ukraine

As we have just marked the anniversary of the Russian invasion, it
seems timely to record our local response.

Prayers in church as an immediate
response were followed by a cake
sale which raised just over £550 and
very soon a mammoth operation

was underway, which saw part of the
church converted into a sorting and
storage area for a huge range of goods
donated by people in the village and
from farther afield.

Some of the 30 volunteers who helped pack up
the donations

Donations were initially left in the
church porch and a team of volunteers
came in for many afternoons of hard
work, separating medicines from
cleaning products, toiletries, food,
clothes, shoes, baby items, bedding and
sleeping bags, batteries and pet food.
Boxes and crates were filled, sealed and
labelled, then stored until they could be
collected and transported to the charity
hub at Fairoaks airport.

Over 30 volunteers came from the
congregation, the village and other
parts of Woking, all keen to do
something and to make a difference. A
great sense of teamwork was enhanced
by mid-afternoon tea breaks and some
delicious home-made cakes. Donations

were at their peak in March \ ' ’f
and April, but continued [ '
until end of May. 4

With more Ukrainian

refugees arriving to the

area, the focus switched to supporting
them with English language classes
held in the St. Andrews Room. A small,
committed team of teachers held 3
classes each week for various abilities
from end-May until mid-September
when, after a celebratory Tea Party, the
students transitioned to Woking college
to carry on learning.

Gardening Matters

In this edition Elna Broe shares her work of creating a wildflower

border near her pond.

Last year | planted several ornamental
grasses of varying (low to medium)
heights and colours in the bed near my
wildlife pond. These have now bulked
up nicely, require little care (a trim at
the end of winter for the deciduous
grasses and merely a comb through
with my fingers for the evergreen
grasses) and provide good ground
cover and hiding places for newts and
frogs. My aim is to grow wildflowers in
other areas all around the pond, the
ground is not fertile, so should be ideal.
However, already present wild grass
seeds stopped any other seed from
successfully germinating last year as
the grass completely took over. This is
gradually being removed in favour of

a few more wildflower seeds (ever the
optimist!) and plug plants, including
yellow rattle to curb the enthusiasm

of any grass that dares to make an
appearance. Determined to win my
battle, | am also planting cornflower,
greater knapweed, fox and cubs (which
has a beautiful orange flower) and wild
carrot seeds in trays as this method
seems to give me more success in
raising strong plants, they can be putin
position once they've grown good root
systems.

The pond itself had its own problem
last summer as blanket weed took hold.
The majority carefully removed; | have
now started to add a fortnightly dose
of diluted (with rainwater) barley straw
liquid which should assist in preventing
the growth of further algae. There will
be more plants covering the water
surface this year, the shade they create
will also help to stop algae growth.

So, this year | am hoping for better
things near and around my pond; I'll let
you know what happens.

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Recipe: Coronation Chicken

A traditional recipe that can be jazzed up for a family or street party gathering,
serving 6-8 people. The sauce and can be made and chicken cooked a day in
advance if kept in the fridge. Allow about half an hour for prep and combined
cooking times; the chicken and sauce require cooling time before being
combined, plus a further 10 minutes putting the dish together.

Chicken
6 skinless chicken breasts
1 medium onion, quartered

Large bouquet garni and 8 crushed black
peppercorns
Sufficient water to cover the chicken

Place the chicken together with onion,
bouquet garni and crushed peppercorns

in a close-fitting saucepan, cover with cold
water, bring to the boil and simmer gently
for about 15 minutes or until the juices
from the chicken run clear (test one piece
by cutting it in half to make sure there is

no pink flesh or red juice). Once cooked,
remove from the heat and with the cooking
liquid place in a large bowl to cool. When
cool and you are ready to combine with
the sauce, chop the chicken into bite sized
pieces. Discard the liquid and bouquet garni
(or use it as stock in a soup or similar).

The sauce
1 small onion, finely chopped
15g/% oz butter

3 tsp mild curry powder (or 2 tsp medium
if preferred to taste)

1 tbsp tomato puree

120ml/4 fl 0z/% cup red wine

Bay leaf

Juice of % lemon

3 tsp apricot jam

300ml/¥% pint/1% cups of mayonnaise
120ml/4 fl oz/% cup of whipping cream
Pinch of salt and ground black pepper

In a medium pan melt the butter and cook
the onion on low/medium heat stirring
regularly until soft but not brown — approx.
5min. Add the curry powder, tomato
puree, wine, bay leaf and lemon juice and
cook for 10 minutes. Stir in the apricot jam.
Place in a large bowl and leave to cool.
Once cool, remove the bay leaf. Stir the
mayonnaise into the sauce. In a separate
bowl, whip the cream until stiff and then
fold it into the mayonnaise mix. Add the
chicken pieces into the sauce and gently
mix.

You could serve the Coronation Chicken on an oval plate and decorate around the edge
with watercress, leaving a sprig or two for the top. For a celebratory look, decorate with

seedless white grapes or sliced mango.

For a street party, the chicken could be used to fill fresh rolls or sandwiches, or if you are at
home, with rice or jacket potatoes and/or a green salad. Traditionally no raisins/sultanas or
dried apricots are added but they often are for those who like this addition.

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Why is There an Organ on

the Front cover?

Every Easter Sunday is special in the church, but Easter Sunday in
1973 was particularly special for St Mary'’s.

t was on that day that Bishop William

Stannard dedicated its new organ,
the culmination of an enormous fund-
raising effort. The largest forty or so of
its approximately eight hundred pipes
came from the previous instrument as
' well as some of
the panelling
(bleached to fit
in with the new
woodwork), but
building the new
organ was still
costly. Built by
Hill, Norman and
Beard who were
prominent in the
Looking west down the church Qrgan Reform
through the display pipes Movement, the
organ was largely designed by the then
organist, David Llewellyn Green. It was
the first of its type in the area and so
it is an important part of the village’s
heritage.

It is fitting, then, that we should

mark the 50th anniversary of that
occasion with a recital given by our
local cathedral organist, Katherine
Dienes-Williams, who is something of a
celebrity in the organ world. She is the
first female cathedral organist in the

UK, first female

and published
composer. We
are very fortunate indeed to have her
come to play for us.

This will be the first concert given by
a cathedral organist at Horsell and
promises to be well
worth attending to
hear the organ put
through its paces
by an absolute
expert.
